1Gil 1920, a rugadh Dara Beag O Fathartaigh, cé go

ndeireadh sé féin nach raibh sé cinnte den data. Ba é
ab dige de sheachtar clainne, ceathrar inionacha agus triuar
mac. Dara Pheigin a thugtai ar a athair. Muintir Dhiarmada a
thugtai ar na Fathartaigh ar diobh é, as an gcéad duine di-
obh a thainig as tir mér le cur faoi ar an oilean. Peige Shedin
Tommy Ni Chonghaile ab ainm da mhathair. Bhasaigh sise
agus gan é ach seacht mbliana d’aois. D’fhreastail Dara ar
scoil an oileain, ach ni go rialta, ‘ld ann agus |13 as,” mar a
duirt sé féin. Ba de bharr cursai oibre, idir cheilp,
fheirmeoireacht agus iascaireacht a chailleadh sé laethanta
6n scoil. Thaitin an obair riamh leis. Bhi duil aige sa |éi-
theoireacht. Ba mhinic a dhd leabhar, an ceann Gaeilge agus
an ceann Béarla aige. Bhi de nés aige na ceachtanna a chur
de ghlanmheabhair. Cé nar mhinic ag scriobh &, bhi pean-
naireacht dheas shoiléir aige freisin.

Chuaigh an leabhar Stair na hEireann le Micheal Breath-
nach i bhfeidhm air agus mhunlaigh sé a dhearcadh i leith
na polaitiochta. Dala an da oiledn eile, bhi deacrachtai go
leor le saru ag Inis Meain maidir le solathar aiseanna agus
seirbhisi agus ghéaraigh an titim leanunach sa daonra go
mor iad. D’fhag na dushldin chéanna sin a lorg ar Dhara
Beag, agus mhunlaigh siad a dhearcadh ar a shaol agus ar
shaol an phobail ar de é.

Bhiodh triall go leor de lucht chuis na Gaeilge agus na tire
ar Inis Meain go luath san fhichiu haois. Chuaigh cuimhne
na ndaoine sin agus a gceangal leis an oiledn i bhfeidhm ar
Dhara. Luann sé Synge agus an Piarsach go speisialta i ndan-
ta leis. O theideal an dain ‘In gimsir Synge’ cheapfai seans
gur dan faoin dramadair cailiuil ata i gceist. Ach is ag mo-
ladh laochra agus ag aithris eachtrai madra stairidla na haite
go gonta a bhionn an file. Go deimhin, ta sort achasain ann
ar Synge féin as a bheith chomh tégtha lena chas féin agus
as a bheith ag cdineadh na farraige. Luaitear an Cnocan
Seoigeach leis an bPiarsach agus an bréd a chuir an chuim-
hne sin air féin. Bhi an-lui aige le De Valera, cé gur mheas
Dara gur thug De Valera cul do cheist na tire i ndeireadh a
shaoil.

Lean cuid de na daoine méra le rad orthu ag teacht anuas go
dti ré Dhara Bhig. Thainig Micheal O Maolain, de

bhunadh Arainn, ar ais go hlnis Medin agus thug iarraidh a
athair a ghriosu chun scribhneoireachta in 1932, nuair a bhi
Dara aon bhliain déag. Bhi baint ag an Maolanach le An t-
Eireannach ina dhiaidh sin. Bhi Dara Beag i lathair agus fiu
mura ndeachthas i bhfeidhm ar a athair, phréamhaigh an
siol ina aigne féin. Thosaigh sé ag cumadh piosai go luath.
Dhd chnuasach filiochta a foilsiodh leis, Cloch an

fhaoiledin (1984) agus Cloch na ngabhar (2003). Scriobh
sé a chéad dan, ‘An toghchdn mdr,’ faoi thoghchan 1932,
agus é fos ag freastal ar an scoil. Ina dhiaidh sin, scriobh
sé dan ‘An Sean-Dun Chonchduir’ — piosa fada filiochta é
seo a chuireann sios ar ailleacht an Duin féin agus ar na
radharcanna atd le feicedil uaidh. Cuid de thraidisiun fada
dinnseanchais in Eirinn é agus laimhsitear an téama go
beacht, paiteanta, maisidil ann. Go deimhin, is féidir an
ball direach ina bhfuil DUn Chonchdiir a aithint go cruinn
ona chur sios. Luaitear eachtrai mileata nua-aoiseacha, a
gceangal le haimsir na bhFear Bolg, i ré na miotaseo-
laiochta, an dream a thég an Dun. Maitear go bhfuil lao-
chra na seanaimsire beo in Inis Medin i gcénai de bharr
nar chaill an t-oiledn an Ghaeilge. Ag éisteacht le Dara ag
aithris an dain seo, mar a rinne sé do Mhairin Nic Con lo-
maire in agallamh |éi ar Raididé na Gaeltachta sa

tsraith Cuinne na bhFili ar a bhreithla ndcha bliain, in
2010, spreagtar tuiscint don dinit agus dmaés dite san éis-
teoir. Is nuair a bhiodh sé ag obair sna garraithe nd ag siul
amach ar na creaga a thagadh an fhiliocht chuige. Rinne
sé aistriuchan, ‘Bruachanna Dundee’ ar an sainbhailéad
Albanach, ‘The Banks of the Sweet Dundee’ a d’fheil don
fhonn atd leis freisin. Chonaic Ciaran O Coigligh
cosulachtai ina chuid filiochta le Raiftearai agus le Maire
Bhui Ni Laoghaire i l[éirmheas a foilsiodh ar Feasta Nollaig
1984, 7-12, agus dar le Tomas Mac Siomaéin i [éirmheas
ar Cloch an fhaoiledin, a foilsiodh ar Scéala Eireann 27
Meitheamh 1984, 6, go raibh ‘filiocht Dhara Bhig ag
coinneail bonn ar aon leis na hathruithe’ a bhi ag
siorthitim amach ar shaol an oiledin. T4 blas na
feachtasaiochta ar chuid de na ddnta agus an cdineadh
iontu orthu siid a mheas sé a bhi i gcoinne leas an oiledin
agus leas na tire. Bhi sé de nds ag daoine sa phobal na
danta a aithris os ard i dteach an airneain agus sa Teach
Osta.

As an organisation registered in Victoria under con-
sumer law, we are required to hold our AGM be-
fore end of 2024, preferably not too late, and it

must include the following

- Financial report

- President’s report

- Voting for committee positions

All the committee positions are declared vacant at
commencement of AGM and any financial member
may stand for election (or re-election) after being

proposed and seconded.

Members who are unable to attend may appoint a
proxy for voting purposes.
